Fighting Teen Suicide

In the face of one of the most alarming epidemics in American history, law enforcement officials, public health professionals, and
educators are all struggling to deal with a rising tide of suicides among our young people. Teen female suicides are at a 40-year
high, and the problem only seems to be getting worse. This powerful, creative and innovative presentation is aimed directly at
high school students (or high school-age youth), and makes the case that help is always available, no matter the issue, and that life holds far more
riches ahead than young people can foresee.

Dr. Hanumantha Damerla, MD, DFAPA, DFAACAP, is a Child, Adolescent, and Adult Psychiatrist certified by the American
Board of Psychiatry and Neurology in Child and Adolescent Psychiatry, Adult psychiatry, Forensic Psychiatry, and Addiction
Medicine. For the past 16 years, he held several administrative and clinical positions in outpatient clinics and juvenile justice
settings. He holds academic affiliations at five universities and institutions in Southern California, giving lectures, teaching,
and supervising medical students, residents, and fellows on various psychiatric topics including trauma-related disorders and
psychopharmacology.

Participants will be able to discuss the importance of a comprehensive and collaborative assessment in the context of trauma-informed care to help
guide a treatment plan that includes psychotropic medications and non-pharmacological interventions. They will describe specific types of commonly
used psychotropic medications and their benefits and risks. Participants will describe the current state guidelines and parameters of prescribing
psychotropic medications to children and adolescents. They will discuss the current practice of the San Bernardino County Juvenile Court Behavioral
Health Services in accordance with the current state guidelines and psychotropic medication parameters.

Therapeutic Foster Care (TFC) is part of the core practice model and is one service option in the continuum of care for eligible
youth. The TFC service model is a short term specialty mental health service that is offered to foster youth who require intensive and frequent mental
health support and are placed with trained and intensely supervised and supportive TFC parents. The TFC model allows alternatives to a higher level
of care in an institutional setting such as a Short Term Residential Treatment Program (STRTP) or may also serve as a step down option for youth
transitioning from a STRTP. TFC is a collaborative effort in San Bernardino between CFS, DBH and the foster family agencies who currently have a
mental health contract with SB County. TFC Resource Parents meet both the Resource Family standards and the required qualifications as a TFC
Parent. As of May 2019, there are a total of five contracted FFA’s whose staff have been trained to train their RP utilizing “Together Facing the
Challenge,” an evidence based practice model.

Children and adolescents experience high rates of potentially traumatic experiences and adverse childhood experiences (ACEs). Many children
subsequently develop mental health problems, including post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD) symptoms. It could potentially be a significantly
difficult task to elicit the presence ACEs and trauma from children. Children are depending on their developmental level, unable to articulate simple
needs and day to day happenings; let alone serious life-altering adverse and traumatic events that impact them directly. Accurately diagnosing PTSD
in children adolescents is ridden with multiple difficulties. Some examples of the difficulties we face could range from the specificity or lack thereof of
the PTSD diagnosis; children who are symptomatic and impaired but do not meet the threshold for a diagnosis being made per the DSM-5 criteria;
developmental considerations especially for children; and a variety of assessment challenges that reflect the difficulty and complexity of assessing
children and caregivers about trauma, presenting symptoms and other topics. In this presentation, we will attempt to talk about the current
understanding and state of this complex field of pediatric and adolescent trauma from the standpoint of a child and adolescent psychiatrist. We will
address the difficulties in clinical assessment of this complicated issue in this age group of children and adolescents. We will also address available
treatments and their efficacy and effectiveness (or lack thereof).

Tim Burns is an educator and author whose background includes forty years of experience as a high school teacher,
counselor, First Offender Program facilitator, adolescent and family drug-treatment program director, university instructor,
and presenter.

The nuclear family — a married mom and dad with several kids — has been the norm in society and popular culture for as long as
many of us can remember. But times have changed, and so has the makeup of many American families. Many of today’s children
are parented within a household that fits outside of the traditional nuclear family, and the research literature is beginning to show
us that nontraditional families (i.e. families headed up by LGBTQ parents, single parents, blended families, etc.) can be just as successful in raising
happy and well-adjusted kids as the nuclear family environment. Because of this, professionals such as therapists, teachers, and physicians are now
striving to serve children from nontraditional families, but they feel ill-equipped to do so. In this presentation, Dr. Becca Ballinger, a child psychologist
and Modern Parenting Expert, shares both her lived experience as a parent participating in a nontraditional family (while she identifies as
heterosexual, she co-parents smoothly and successfully with her ex-husband who identifies as gay) and her professional experience serving the
needs of nontraditional families in her Southern California private practice.

Participants will be able to identify the integration of the process
dimension in psychoeducation as delivered by PIP in the San Bernardino County jail system, and perform techniques to integrate interpersonal
process in their own work.

24]7 Dad: An Effective Parenting Program Developed for Dads

Ryan Berryman, Executive Director, San Bernardino Fatherhood

It has been well established through research that the positive involvement of fathers is important to the overall well-being of
children, healthier families and safer communities. There is also insurmountable evidence showing that a father’s absence
increases the likelihood that a child will experience a host of poor outcomes in their immediate and distant future, such as,
living in poverty, poor school performance, becoming violent, exhibiting emotional and behavioral problems, and ending up in the criminal justice
system. Most fathers want to be “good dads.” However, many fathers may have grown up in an environment absence their biological father or the
presence of a healthy male role model. Therefore, these fathers may have strong desires, but lack the knowledge and skills to be a “great dad.”
Fathering and parenting is an experience often incomparable in the lives of many adults and children. It can be the pinnacle of happiness, growth
and satisfaction or the pit of despair, frustration and discontentment. Most might agree that being a father or parent to a child can be extremely
challenging. The 24/7 Dad Fathering program is an evidence-based curriculum used by thousands of organizations across the nation to develop
pro-fathering knowledge, attitudes, and skills of all dads. The program is built on the basis that fathers can be nurturers, and for men, nurturing is a
learned skill. During the program, men examine their developmental history, learn the five (5) characteristics of a 24/7 Dad, along with other
important skills, such as, working with mom, proper child discipline, and showing and handling feelings.

From a prosecutor's point of view, Riverside County Deputy District Attorney Evelyn Essenwanger teaches those that interface
with parents how to teach parents to develop stronger and more positive relationships with their children, how to deal with
rebellious and defiant children, and how to deter children from delinquent and risky behaviors. This presentation addresses the
key factor that many gang members come from within our families. Though there are many complex societal reasons why youth join gangs, the fact
remains that what parents do or do not do while raising their child is the single most important influence in the development of their child’s behavior.
For achieving healthy communities that are free from the ravaging effects of gang violence, drugs and delinquency, is to focus on developing
healthy family dynamics that will deter youth from participating in gangs. Accordingly, this presentation provides tools for teachers, parents and
educators to prevent youth involvement in delinquency and how to construct healthy and positive relationships with their children, and more
specifically, what parents need to know and do to keep their children out of gangs, drugs and delinquency.

Supporting Mother’s Breastfeeding Challenges in the Postpartum Period

While 80 percent of California women state that they intend to breastfeed, at two weeks postpartum less than half are still
breastfeeding and even fewer are exclusively breastfeeding. All medical authorities, including the Surgeon General, expound
on the many benefits of breastfeeding and most people agree that it is the preferred feeding method, so why are the rates so low? Many women
and their families assume that breastfeeding is natural and so the process should come naturally. That might be the case in societies where
breastfeeding is the norm and little girls grow up watching their mothers, aunts, neighbors and all the women of their community breastfeed. Most
new mothers in California hospitals have never seen another woman breastfeed — certainly not a newborn — and have not had the opportunity to
learn the skills necessary to make breastfeeding successful. By increasing knowledge of the science behind breastfeeding recommendations and
providing hands-on opportunities to see them optimally supported, a community breastfeeding clinic can provide a tangible service to the medical
community, which will greatly benefit their patients and the entire communities they serve.
